This study seeks to show by investigating the ‘speech acts’ and ‘performatives’ in these compositions, that contemporary Yoruba satire, is performative and therefore oral even though it may not feature such formulaic structures as asserted in Milman Parry and Lord’s study of Homer’s Iliad and the Odyssey. (The first part of this study was a published article on performativity/orality, titled, “Satire as Performance: A Re- reading of Orality” in 2012.

The study is presently at the stage of analysing data collected from a satirical stage performance. It is expected that the study will place in clearer perspective the affinity between the Yoruba verse satire and other globally recognised genre of that ilk.

Satura Romana an Odyssey in Classical and Modern Tradition
The book project was started in 2013, with the objective of investigating the origin and development of ancient tradition of satire from Greco-Roman antiquity to modern times. The Book explores the early beginnings of the tradition i.e. the satyr-plays of the Greek tragic stage, which were comical and humorously critical of the untoward behaviour of individuals and society of the period, straddling the English Renaissance and the Nigerian tradition, to the present day. 

The manuscript has been completed and is undergoing editorial review. It is expected that the Book will be of benefit to students both in the department and the faculty as a whole.

Is the ancient novel militantly Protean?

It is difficult to find a set of defining characteristics that fully captures the Novel. The Novel manifest certain loose external relations besides its protean form such as, its lengthy fictional prose narratives, which does not wholly denote the novel. However, there are short stories, over a hundred pages long, and others even shorter. This study aims at tackling the problematic stated by examining the following two questions: What formative features constitute attributes of the novel? How can the novel be distinguished as separate from related genres, such as the short story or the story? Also, how can the novel be described in terms of such wide-ranging literary movements as realism or modernism? The study is now at the data gathering stage.

Research Focus
My contribution to knowledge has been mainly in the area of Roman Satirical Literature, and in faithful adherence to the academic culture of multidisciplinary research and versatility, I have also contributed in a cognate area namely: Classical Reception Studies.

As a Classicist, engaged in Classical Literary Comparatism, I have been deeply concerned with the need to make the study and interpretation of the Roman satiric genre relevant within the sphere of Nigerian/African social, religious, cultural and political realities. I have also examined intertextuality from the socio-political ideological perspective of ancient and contemporary satirical texts, especially, in the comparative reading of texts separated by age and time. The study provides an avenue to filter older texts through contemporary ones, bringing to the front burner the ceaseless trajectory of interconnectivity of textual tissues, cultures and ideologies previously inaccessible. In addition, my research efforts have been a deliberate attempt at extending the frontiers of classical literary criticism.
Indeed, I have strongly argued in some of my papers for a critical reader-response mechanism for the attainment of effective social-re-engineering. I have highlighted the importance of the audience/individual readership in the process of interpretation. To this end, in my critical analysis of ‘speech acts’ in the satires both ancient and contemporary, I have established the important role of the audience/individual in the perlocutionary effect of a ‘speech act’ in a satiric text. Again, in the hermeneutics of my comparatism of the realism of ancient poet-satirists and the social vision revealed in the works of contemporary poets, I have demonstrated that the positive social change and transformation of contemporary Nigerian/African society, would require the intercourse of both the realistic passion of the ancients and the revolutionary vision of the modern.

Moreover, establishing the relationship between Greek and Roman texts, ideas and material culture, and African/Nigerian literature, culture and ideas, has also been a preoccupation of my research efforts, especially, as Classical Reception has become a focal point in Classical scholarship. 
My interest in this area of research has opened up new frontiers and methodologies for functional hermeneutics, particularly, as regards the relationship between ancient and modern cultures/traditions and possibilities of adaptation. In my analysis of postcolonial dramatic texts, and adaptations by dramatists particularly, of Nigerian descent, I have showed that the affinity in both cultures, especially, the role of supernatural forces in the affairs of men, as well as courts and kings, is instrumental in resisting imposed identities and the construction of new ones. 
As a Classicist, engaging Roman Satirical Literature, my cognate research interest area naturally complements the primary research domain. This complementarity is borne out by the fact that a proper utilization of received texts, ideas and material culture is sine qua non for effective social re-engineering in Africa/Nigeria. At all events, my research in the areas of classical comparatistic hermeneutics and reception have brought to the fore the relevance of classical scholarship not only to the cultural behaviour, but also the world-view of Nigeria and Africa.
